��  organics

��  plastic bottles

��  glass

��  cans

Loading dock, via in-house porter service:
��  used cell phones, inkjet and toner cartridges

��  e-waste recycling, computers, monitors, keyboard trays etc.

��  batteries

��  lamps, ballasts, scrap metal, wood skids and of�ce furniture

��  fryer oil/grease

Waste:
��  rubberbands, carbon paper, napkins

��  facial tissue, food waste, foil, plastic wrap, styrofoam

��  grocery bags and waxed cardboard
